Australian inventions 
Thinking different 

Australia has always been an inventive place. The Aborigines showed a mastery of physics to create 
hunting equipment like the boomerang and Woomera. Likewise, Convicts showed a great capacity to 
think outside the square to evade capture, attempt escape or to steal. On one occasion, a Convict decided 
to disguise himself as a Kangaroo so the barking guard dogs would not seem suspicious. The plan was 
working brilliantly until a trooper decided to use the Kangaroo for target practice.  
The legacy of these foundations is a culture of pragmatic decision making that although sometimes leads 
to hair-brain ideas, usually show great resourcefulness and adaptability.  
 
1838 Pre-paid postage - Colonial Postmaster-General of New South Wales, James Raymond 
introduced the world's first pre-paid postal system. 
 
1843 Grain stripper - John Ridley and John Bull of South Australia developed the world's first 
grain stripper that cut the crop then removed and placed the grain into bins.  
 
1856 Refrigerator - Using the principal of vapour compression, James Harrison produced the 
world's first practical refrigerator. He was commissioned by a brewery to build a machine that 
cooled beer. 
 
1858 Football - In 1858 Tom Will and Henry Harrison wrote the first ten rules of Football, thus 
becoming the first people in the world to codify a kicking-ball game. These rules predate those 
of Rugby, Soccer and Gridiron. Football may have been inspired by the Aboriginal jumping/
kicking game of Marn Grook.  
 
1874 The underwater torpedo - Invented by Louis Brennan, the torpedo had two propellers, 
rotated by wires which were attached to winding engines on the shore station. By varying the 
speed at which the two wires were extracted, the torpedo could be steered to the left or right by 
an operator on the shore.  
 
1876 Stump jump plough- Robert and Clarence Bowyer Smith developed a plough which could 
jump over stumps and stones, enabling newly-cleared land to be cultivated.

WINDOWS FILE SYSTEMS 
 

Before formatting a volume or partition, 
consider the file system with which to 
format it. Windows 2000 and 
Windows XP support the NTFS file 
system, File Allocation Table (FAT), and 
FAT32. NTFS is the recommended file 
system for Windows 2000 and 
Windows XP because it supports several 
features that the other file systems do not, 
such as file and folder permissions, 
encryption, large volume support, and 
sparse file management. However, you 
must format the volume or partition as 
FAT if you plan to access files on that 
volume or partition from other operating 
systems, including MS-DOS, Windows 
95 Windows98, Windows Millennium 
Edition and Windows NT 4.0. 

Choose NTFS only if you are running 
Windows 2000 or Windows XP and you 
want to take advantage of NTFS features.

USB flash drives are NAND-type flash memory data storage devices integrated with a USB 
interface. They are typically small, lightweight, removable and rewritable. Memory capacity 
typically ranges from 8 megabytes up to 64 gigabytes, limited only by current flash memory 
densities. As capacity increases, so does price. 
USB flash drives have several advantages over other portable storage devices, particularly the 
floppy disk. They are generally faster, hold more data, and are considered more reliable (due to 
their lack of moving parts) than floppy disks. These types of drives use the USB mass storage 
standard, supported natively by modern operating systems such as Linux, Mac OS X, and 
Windows XP. 
A flash drive consists of a small printed circuit board encased in a robust plastic or metal casing, 
making the drive sturdy enough to be carried about in a pocket, as a keyfob, or on a lanyard. Only 
the USB connector protrudes from this protection, and is usually covered by a removable cap. 
Most flash drives use a standard type-A USB connection allowing them to be connected directly to 
a port on a personal computer. 
Most flash drives are active only when powered by a USB computer connection, and require no 
other external power source or battery power source; they are powered using the limited supply 
afforded by the USB connection. To access the data stored in a flash drive, the flash drive must be 
connected to a computer, either by direct connection to the computer's USB port or via a USB hub. 

Common uses 
Personal data transport 

The most common use of flash drives is by individuals to transport and store personal files such as documents, 
pictures and video.  

Computer repair 

Flash drives enjoy notable success in the field of PC repair as a means to transfer recovery and antivirus 
software to infected PCs, while allowing a portion of the hosts machines data to be backed up in case of 
emergency.  

System administration 

Flash drives are particularly popular among system and network administrators, who load them with 
configuration information and software used for system maintenance, troubleshooting, and recovery.

Super Quick Excel Charts 
That's right, not just a quick way to Excel charts, but a super quick way!  
In fact, in just two quick steps, you too can have a beautiful graph of your data. 
1    Select a cell in the data. 
2.   Hit the F11 key. 
Instantly, Excel creates a chart sheet with the data already in column form. 
If you're looking for a quick comparison just for the sake of being able to "see" the data, this is a wonderful 
way to get an answer in an instant. 
However, if you're looking for a "polished" graph, it may not be picture perfect. But, with a few quick 
"tweaks," I'm sure you can get it exactly the way you want it. 
The trick to tweaking is in knowing where to click. 
If you find you need to change a particular area, try double clicking.  
A window will open that contains the settings for the item you selected. 
Make your changes and click OK. 
If you've got issues with missing items, such as labels or location of the graph, try a right click over the 
area to be changed.  
When you right click, the menu that opens should contain many items, including the four steps of the Chart 
Wizard that will allow for alterations to the basics used to build the chart 

 
HISTORY OF THE USB FLASH DRIVE  

An original 16 megabyte "disgo"; The 8 MB version is considered to be the first USB flash drive  
The flash drive was first invented in 1998 by Dov Moran, President & CEO of M-Systems Flash Pioneers (Israel). 
Dan Harkabi, who is now a Vice President at SanDisk, led the development and marketing team at M-Systems. 
His most significant contribution was that the product be self-reliant and free of the need to install drivers. Nearly 
simultaneous development of similar products was undertaken at Netac and at Trek 2000, Ltd. All three 
companies have similar and disputed patents. IBM was the first North American seller of a USB flash drive, and 
marketed an 8 MB version of the product in 2001 under the "Memory Key" moniker. IBM later introduced a 16 
MB version manufactured by Trek 2000, and returned to M-Systems for the 64 MB version in 2003. Lexar can 
also lay claim to a USB flash drive product. In 2000 they introduced a Compact Flash (CF) card having an 
internal USB function. Lexar offered a companion card reader and USB cable that eliminated the need for a USB 
hub. 
The first flash drives were made by M-Systems and distributed in Europe under the "disgo" brand in sizes of 8 
MB, 16 MB, 32 MB and 64 MB. These were marketed as "a true floppy-killer," and this design was continued up 
to 256 MB. Asian manufacturers soon started making their own flash drives that were cheaper than the Disgo 
series. 
Modern flash drives have USB 2.0 connectivity. However, they do not currently use the full 480Mbit/s the 
specification supports due to technical limitations inherent in NAND flash. 
Thumb drives have become iconic as a sort of "fashion statement", much like the iPod's white ear bud 
headphones.
