What can Evernote help you keep track of?
Wedding / Event Planning.

This is very handy
for when you see other doctors.

e Recipes.

e Store your PDF’s of manuals and user guides. (note searching in PDF requires Premium account).

e Travel directions.

e Packing Lists for moving, going to the beach etc. Keep it for next time. Add to it as needed.

e List of gift ideas - Quickly note ideas for future use from comments, mentions, comments, etc.

e Good drop of wine — Photograph the label so you can get the same wine again in future.

e School Notes. Photos of White Boards. Assignments. Conference notes.

e Any kind of list such as to-do, birthdays, addresses, phone numbers, shopping, serial numbers, user
names and passwords.

o Logs: Work out, Sleep, Car Mileage, etc.

e Journaling, Ideas, Dreams. Projects.

e Bus/Train/ Tram schedules.

e Bookmark manager - Clip web pages to Evernote. The whole page or just a selection. Very useful for
researching. Also great for keeping recipes or other bits of info you find online.

e Scan or photograph business cards, receipts etc. Evernote will be able to find the text written on the card.

e Snap a picture of your seed packets or the plant stakes with the care instructions. You'll have all the info
such as; light requirements, growth rates, spacing and watering directions.

e Forward Email with important info to your Evernote acct to access later

e Light bulb Database : Which lights use what type of bulb? Wattage, size, type of fitting, etc.

e Record your room dimensions and measurements in your Evernote account.

e Vehicle history database.

e DIY Projects - Keep track of what you need, measurements, sizes, what you like, things you'd like later,

etc.
e Favourite camping, biking or hiking spots.

® First right click on desktop
shortcut or on any start menu
programme and choose Properties
from the menu.
® Here under the shortcut tab, click
in Shortcut key box.
e Now press any key on your
keyboard that you want to use as
combination with CTRL+ALT. For
example, if you want to create
keyboard shortcut to open MSN
Messenger, simply press 9, your
keyboard shortcut for MSN
Messenger will be CTRL+ALT+9.

Now press OK and test your

shortcut key.

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Chkdsk (Chkdsk.exe) is a command-line tool that checks volumes for problems.

The tool then tries to repair any that it finds. For example, Chkdsk can repair problems related to bad
sectors, lost clusters, cross-linked files, and directory errors. To use Chkdsk, you must log on as an
administrator or as a member of the Administrators group.
You can also run Chkdsk from My Computer or from Windows Explorer.
Manual steps to run Chkdsk from My Computer or Windows Explorer:-
1. Double-click My Computer, and then right-click the hard disk that you want to check.
2. Click Properties, and then click Tools.
3. Under Error-checking, click Check Now. A dialog box that shows the Check disk options is displayed,
Use one of the following procedures:
To run Chkdsk in read-only mode, click Start.
To repair errors without scanning the volume for bad sectors, select the Automatically fix file
system errors check box, and then click Start.
To repair errors, locate bad sectors, and recover readable information, select the Scan for and
attempt recovery of bad sectors check box, and then click Start.
Note If one or more of the files on the hard disk are open, you will receive the following message:
The disk check could not be performed because the disk check utility needs exclusive access to some
Windows files on the disk. These files can be accessed by restarting Windows. Do you want to
schedule the disk check to occur the next time you restart the computer?
Click Yes to schedule the disk check, and then restart your computer to start the disk check.

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Scanning and fixing Windows System files will improve the
function and speed of your computer.

The Windows system consists of a group of programme files that work together to run
your computer. All activities, including applications (like word processors, email,
Internet browsers), are controlled by these system programmeme files. Over time,
these files can be changed or corrupted by new software installations, viruses, hard
drive and other problems. The more corrupt the system files are, the more unstable and
problematic your Windows operating system will become. That is why scanning and
fixing Windows system files is so important.

The SFC (System File Checker) programmeme scans all protected system files and
replaces corrupted or incorrect versions with correct Microsoft versions. This
procedure can be very beneficial, especially if your computer has been displaying error
messages or running erratic.

To use the System File Checker, follow these steps:

Close any open programmes on your Desktop

Click on the Start button

Click Run

Type this command in the Run box: SFC /SCANNOW

Click the "OK" button

USB Storage & Windows Vista ReadyBoost

Windows Vista has a new performance feature called ReadyBoost. This feature enables the use of a USB
storage device instead of the slow paging file on your hard disk when you're low on physical memory
(RAM). The logic is simple - the USB storage device is faster than your hard disk drive.

In order for ReadyBoost to work in Windows Vista, your USB storage device must meet the following
requirements:

- the device must have at least 64MB storage.

- the device must be USB 2.0 compliant.

- the device must have a minimum read speed of 3.5 MB/s.

- the device must have a minimum write speed of 2.5 MB/s.

Follow these steps to enable ReadyBoost:

1. Plug in USB storage device.

2. Go to Computer, right-click on the removable storage device and select Properties.
3. Click on the ReadyBoost tab.

4. Select Use This Device and set the amount of space to use for the system file.

5. Click OK.
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System Restore in Microsoft Windows XP interacts with your virus scanning
software.

This article also describes how to remove infected files that you cannot clean from the System
Restore data archive. As a result, you can continue to restore your computer to uncompromised
restore points. This article also describes how you can revert to a previous infected restore point.
This procedure is useful if you must restore an infected file.

How antivirus software and System Restore work together

With System Restore in Windows XP, you can restore your computer to a previous state, and you
do not lose personal data files (such as Word documents, graphic files, and e-mail). System
Restore actively monitors computer file changes and some programme file changes to record or
store earlier versions before the changes occurred. You do not have to take computer snapshots
because System Restore automatically creates identifiable restore points that you can use to
revert to a previous time. Restore points are created when significant computer events occur
(such as the installation of a programme or a driver) and periodically (each day).

To help protect critical computer and programme files, System Restore monitors, records, and in
some cases copies these files before they are modified. For example, when a procedure or a
programme (such as an upgrade, an inadvertent user change, a driver installation, or a virus)
modifies a critical computer file or programme file, System Restore records and saves a copy of
the file before the change occurs. If a problem occurs, a restore operation can replace files with
previously saved versions of those files. Antivirus programmes use auto-detection or scanning
mechanisms to monitor critical and personal files on the computer for signs of infection. The
antivirus programme then takes action to clean, remove, or quarantine (isolate) files that known
viruses have infected. System Restore also tracks an antivirus programme when it modifies
(cleans), moves, or deletes a monitored, critical, computer or programme file.

During a restoration, an active antivirus programme scans for infected files. If the antivirus
programme detects any infected files, the antivirus programme tries to modify, move, or delete
the infected files. If the antivirus programme successfully cleans the infected files, System
Restore restores the cleaned files. However, if the antivirus software cannot clean a file, the
antivirus software deletes or quarantines the file. As a result, the restoration does not work
because these actions to the file cause an inconsistent restoration state. As a result, System
Restore reverts to the state immediately before the restoration.Signature files for antivirus
programmes are updated as viruses become known. As a result, a restoration that did not work
several days ago might succeed after the antivirus programme is updated. However, if you undo
and retry a restoration to a point that succeeded before, the restoration may not work if a new
signature or definition detects a virus that the antivirus programme cannot clean on a backed-up
file.

Remove infected files that you cannot clean in the System Restore data archive

If you suspect that previous restore points contain copies of infected monitored files that your
antivirus programme was not able to clean, you can remove these files and all the related restore
points from the System Restore archive. To do so, turn off System Restore, and then turn it on
again.

Notes

e  When you turn off System Restore, you remove all the restore points. When you turn on
System Restore again, new restore points are created as the schedule and events require.

To completely and immediately remove any infected file or files in the data
store, turn off and then turn on System Restore

Steps to turn off System Restore
Click Start, right-click My Computer, and then click Properties.
In the System Properties dialog box, click the System Restore tab.
Click to select the Turn off System Restore check box. Or, click to select the Turn off System

Restore on all drives check box.
Click OK.

When you receive the following message, click Yes to confirm that you want to turn off System
Restore: You have chosen to turn off System Restore. If you continue, all existing restore points will
be deleted, and you will not be able to track or undo changes to your computer. Do you want to turn
off System Restore? After a few moments, the System Properties dialog box closes.

Click Start, right-click My Computer, and then click Properties.
In the System Properties dialog box, click the System Restore tab.
Click to clear the Turn off System Restore check box. Or, click the Turn off System Restore on all

drives check box.

Click OK.After a few moments, the System Properties dialog box closes.
