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Photoshop Session at Hallett Cove School
3" August
Lecturer Richard Keane.

The course lasted 2 hours with a short break in the middle. The folk attending had a range of expertise in
both their knowledge of computers as well as their knowledge in Photoshop — the program under the
microscope.

Richard commenced showing what and how a “pixel” looked close up and then slowly “Zoomed out”
such that the pixels were no longer visible to the naked eye — or even with eyes that weren’t naked but
were wearing glasses.

I for one thought I knew enough of Photoshop to get around in it and manage the tasks that I wanted to
do ... but from the outset I was stunned to see just how much I did not know. For example — the simple
act of opening a file for viewing . . I use File>Open> Select Folder etc whereas Richard simply “double
clicked” on the blank page — and up popped the opening screen.

Likewise I found there are many short cuts that make the task simpler and quicker. A simple press on “C”
enabled the cropping tool to be activated: <Ctrl> W quickly removed the open image from the screen . .
and so on.

For the folk that tasted Photoshop for the first time there were gasps of amazement when Richard
demonstrated the power of its functions. The change in quality of the final image was demonstrated very
quickly using the “Levels” option. The differences in selecting :Highlights” vs “Shadows” vs “Midtones”
contributes so much to the final composition of the image.

Although using Photoshop Richard stressed that there are many other image manipulating programs that
one can use- - but the individual would have to hunt around a bit within those programs to find the tool to
do the same job as he was demonstrating in Photoshop.

As a fun thing he also demonstrated the use of a tool called “Liquify” that enables dramatic alterations to
the image. One can “expand” shrink” “bulk up” specific portions of the image resulting in bizarre looking
things . . . Just ask Trevor Finch!. . but as I heard someone say — it did not take too much to tart up Mr
Finch! In the end he looked magnificent. Full pixie green with largish ears — swollen nose and puckered
lips! Some other rude persons thought it was an improvement.

Finally, Richard showed us how he has been able to upgrade his teaching facilities at the school due to
“Julia Gillard’s Education Revolution”. He says he has been trying for years to get the State Government
to improve things but it was the “Feds” who came up with the goods. This was not said in any sort of
political sense but along the lines of “give credit where credit is due” and for him he has gained a room
full of powerful computers with associated networking etc.

In closing, I must point out that the evening was really well run with a number of folk saying they wished

to also partake in the next session in late September or early October. There is quite a lot to absorb in one
hit and they would like to have a second go. To date I have twelve persons on the waiting list. The people
who have registered who have not been before will get first priority — but there is no doubt we will be able
to again fill up the full quota of 20 persons for the night.

UHF Channel Guide
UHF CHANNEL GUIDE

Channels:
Channels 1 to 8 (and 31 to 38) are for repeaters. (these are sometimes called DUPLEX use)
Each repeater needs a pair of channels to work.

When on channel 1 repeater, channel 31 is also used up, 2 uses 32 — and 3 uses 33 — etc.

Avoid channels 31 to 38 for general use. If you are within range of a repeater, your voice could exceed
10,000sq km coverage and that repeater, could be made unusable — without your knowledge.

For general traveling use, we suggest the Repeater (REP) or Duplex (DUP) function be programmed
permanently ‘ON’ at all times on channels 1 to 8.

Please avoid transmitting on all the above channels — unless you choose to access a repeater.

Calling channel 11 (allocated in law)

This channel is used to call another user who may be listening on the call channel (such as a

friend). After contact you must move to another channel.

Most country operators sit on other general use channels. Scanning all channels is more useful to find
these other operators.

Channels 22 & 23 are signalling and telemetry channels only. No voice is allowed. (allocated in law)
Channel 40 is used by highway vehicles and trucks. (firmly established by tradition)

Channel 18 is used by caravans and campers. (by courteous agreement)

Channel 10 is for 4WDrivers which is becoming more popular and is recommended officially in national
parks. (by courteous agreement)

Channel S is for emergency repeaters (allocated in law)

(For locations please ask for a repeater list)

For other regions, scanning all channels is a far more effective way of locating other UHF users in an
emergency.

General use channels are therefore 9 12 17 19to21 24to30 and 39.

Please note that major cities often have one channel that attracts rude and inconsiderate people but please
do not judge your new UHF radio by these people.
